Every day while we go about 

our lives there are children in foster care, being torn from families, 

trafficked, and abandoned at our borders feeling the same terror as 

victims of these wildfires. 

I only speak about this now, so you’ll get a vision of the terror and 

sadness that these children experience on a daily basis, without the 

hope that someone is coming to rescue them and reunify them 

with their loved ones. It is the same as those who’ve lost 

“everything” in a fire and have no idea how they are going to get 

any part of that back. The difference being that these are helpless 

children without the support of their families.
